What is Law?
Law is the body of rules that govern how we live together. Law sets standards for social behaviour and defines political institutions; it regulates our employment, defines our family relationships, governs our transactions, and empowers us with rights. 
In this course, you will learn to understand the complex relationship between law and society, and how law can both help and hinder the resolution of social problems.
Over the course of our 3 year programme, you’ll develop skills of analysis, research and communication, and a well-honed capacity for problem-solving. You’ll be able to make and evaluate arguments and take a logical and practical approach to solve complex problems. The analytical and problem-solving skills you will develop are highly sought after by employers in a range of sectors.
